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MILD TO MODERATE

WHAT TO DO

Call their emergency contact

Stay with person & call out for help

Give medications prescribed

Locate an adrenaline autoinjector if available
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WHAT TO DO

SEVERE ALLERGY 
(ANAPHYLAXIS)

Lay the person flat. If breathing is difficult 
allow to sit (but not stand or walk)

If after five minutes there is no response 
or the reaction is worsening, administer 
a second adrenaline autoinjector if available

Administer the adrenaline autoinjector

Swelling of the face, 

lips and eyes

Dizziness

Collapse

Pale and floppy (young children)

Swelling of tongue

Difficulty talking &/or hoarse voice

Swelling/tightness in the throat

Difficult breathing/noisy breathing

Wheeze or persistent cough

If someone with known food or insect 

allergy suddenly develops severe 

asthma like symptoms, give adrenaline 

autoinjector FIRST, then asthma reliever

Tingling in the mouth

Swelling of the lips

Stomach pain and vomiting 

( NOTE: These are signs of a 
severe allergic reaction to insects)

Hives & welts 
(anywhere on the body)
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
